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English


Spoken language – Listen and respond appropriately to adults and peers; ask relevant questions to extend understanding and knowledge; give well-structured descriptions and explanations; speak audibly and fluently with increasing command of Standard English


Reading – Guided reading in groups will focus on particular texts; authors’ intentions, language, story structure, characterisation, making predictions based on evidence within the text and inference


Writing – Narrative work based on Ancient Greek myths and legends; non-fiction work involving labelling of diagrams, recording simple scientific experiments, scientific explanations


Handwriting – Continue to practise our joined-up letter formation with a particular focus on ascenders and descenders


Spelling, Punctuation and Grammar


Revise suffixes ‘-ness’, ‘-ful’, ‘-ly’ and ‘-less’, learn words with ‘sh’ sound spelt ‘ch, ssion, cian, cious, sion, sure’, revise different spelling strategies; prefixes ‘super’ and ‘auto-‘; homophones; revise proof reading; learn words with ‘k’ sound spelt at ‘sh’ (Y3)


Revise possessive apostrophe for proper and singular nouns; learn use of possessive apostrophe with plurals; revise homophones; revise spelling strategies and proof reading; learn prefixes ‘anti’ and ‘inter’; learn words with endings ‘cian, tion, ssion, sion’ as the sound ‘sh’ (Y4).





Both year groups will also work on word classes, main and subordinate clauses, phrases, determiners, prepositions, fronted adverbials and pronouns





We will also look at how to structure sentences for effect 














Mathematics


Number, place value and money – Understand place value in 3 and 4-digit numbers; multiply and divide by 10 and 100 (whole numbers or 1 decimal place); order negative and positive numbers; ± 0.1 and 1.0 to/from numbers with 1 decimal place


Mental addition and subtraction – ± single digit numbers to/from 3 and 4-digit numbers using previously learnt strategies; ± multiples of 10, 100 and 1000 to 4-digit numbers


Written addition and subtraction – Revise expanded and compact addition; revise expanded decomposition for subtraction; learn compact decomposition method


Time, angles and grids – Read and tell time to nearest minute on digital and analogue clocks; use 12 hour and 24 hour notation; problem solve using timetables; read and plot co-ordinates in the first quadrant; translate shapes in the first quadrant


Mental multiplication and division – Know, and practise, multiplication and division facts for 7x and 9x tables; revise all times tables up to 12x12; find factors of numbers up to 40; use tables facts and place value to multiply  multiples of 10 and 100 by single digit numbers


Multiplication, division and fractions – Use partitioning to multiply 3-digit numbers by single digit numbers; divide two digit numbers by single numbers including divisions which give a remainder











History - The Ancient Greeks


What were the Ancient Greeks like?


Find out about the Ancient Greek Gods and begin to assemble the Olympian family tree; discover how the Olympic Games began and what influence Ancient Greeks have on today’s politics and democracy; learn about the Trojan and Marathon Wars and some of the heroes found in myths and legends








    


Heroes and Villains
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RE (Christianity – Salvation)


Key Question – Why do Christians call the day Jesus died ‘Good Friday’?


Recall the events of Holy Week and look at three crosses that are associated with different events in the week; find out about Church events in Holy Week; when have we been sad, joyful or hopeful; how did Mary and the Disciples feel during Holy Week; create poetry and Salvation artwork to reflect Holy Week








Science Humans - continued)


Describe the simple functions of the basic parts of the digestive system in humans


Recognise the impact of diet, exercise, drugs and lifestyle on the way our bodies function


Describe ways in which nutrients and water are transported within animals including humans


 


Find out about two Ancient Greeks who contributed to our knowledge of medicine and health (Hippocrates and Herophilus)





Art (drawing)


Find out about the famous artist/mathematician/ scientist Da Vinci; look at his approach to drawing and his use of proportion to draw accurately





PSHE (My friends and family)


Understand what guilt means and how it makes us feel; understand that every family is different and unique; identify our own strengths and weaknesses; understand the importance of taking responsibility for our own personal hygiene; learn to accept each other; know some strategies for being assertive in difficult situations








ICT (coding continued)


Learn a lengthy, complex sequence by decomposing it


Create own sequence by recording it and preparing it for others to try out


Debug as necessary


Learn to tinker with ‘Scratch’ 





D&T (Greetings cards)


Investigate and analyse a range of greetings cards; develop our own design criteria that informs the design of greetings cards aimed at particular individuals or groups; generate annotated sketches; select from a range of tools and materials; think about how to strengthen and reinforce additional structures





Heroes and Villains
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French


Learn, and use, some core instructional vocabulary; learn some French rhymes; learn to pronounce ‘un’ and ‘une’ correctly; use the greeting ‘salut’ and ‘bonjour’ appropriately; revise ‘Comment t’appelles-tu?’ and learn some different forms of address for adults





Geography (Human/land use/resources)


Look at banana, coffee and rice growing


Find out about Fairtrade


Look at natural resources around the World – focus on coal and gas


Begin to explore renewable energy








Music (Exploring arrangements)


Find out what we mean by a musical accompaniment; identify the different instruments used to accompany particular pieces of music; begin to identify and record simple melodies and find out why music might have an introduction; identify the beat and then use the rhythm of the words to add an ostinato; think about songs with different purposes; create a radio jingle and a class radio show





PE


Net and wall games (with Miss Rasberry); Invasion games with Mr Smith– Ball and racquet familiarisation, use a racquet safely, develop a co-operative rally, play simple games that develop aim and accuracy of shots and moving to receive the ball so that it can be returned, self-assessment
